Topic overview for the year:
This year, our topic is Seize the Seasons! We will explore how the world around us changes throughout spring, summer, autumn, and winter. The children will learn about weather, clothing, plants, and animals, and how these change across the year.
We will make regular observations of our school grounds and local area to spot signs of the changing seasons. The children will take part in local walks and trips to see how the environment looks at different times of the year.
Through stories, art, science, and outdoor learning, we’ll record what we discover and use our findings to inspire creative work. In maths and literacy, we’ll link our learning by measuring, writing, and reading about the seasons.

By the end of the topic, the children will be able to describe and compare the four seasons, explain how they affect our daily lives, and appreciate how each one makes our world special.
